
Spider Cupcakes
The Spider Body
Make a batch of chocolate cupcakes using your favorite recipe.

The Spider Guts
Add green food coloring gel to some chilled vanilla pudding.

Turn the cupcake upside-down. Remove 1/2" from what is

now the top. Scoop out most of the inside, leaving enough 

to make a “bowl” to hold the guts. Spoon some green guts into

the hollowed spider and replace the top. Frost with spider skin.

Press on some spider hair. Add body parts and eat. EWWWW!
